e Whom is Lucio forced to marry?

e Who replaces Isabella in the “bed-trick” with Angelo?

Ans:

Mariana replaces Isabella in the “bed-trick” with Angelo.

e Who asks Isabella to surrender her body to save her brother’s life?

Ans:

Angelo asks Isabella to sacrifice her body to save Claudio.
