Allusion:

The essay opens with lines from Virgil and Dryden. It references ancient faith and truth to

praise Sir Roger.

Personification: “It would have gone to your heart to have heard the moans the dumb
creature made on the day of my master’s death.”

Irony:

Sir Roger receives a loving message from the lady he loved, but this only brings short

happiness before his death.

Symbol: The rings and mourning suits Sir Roger leaves are symbols of his lasting friendship,
